In order to combine teaching and evaluation, it is important for

teachers to view evaluation as a way to encourage autonomous

learning for each student. Moreover, while emphasizing this

approach, teachers should reflect on students’ learning outcomes in

class in accordance with their teaching objectives and make use of

these outcomes for improving both the students’ learning and their

own teaching.
