（  ）Animals have emotions, just like humans. But are they as simple to A ? AI may be able to 

answer that question with trained technology. 

The University of the West of England Bristol and Scotland’s Rural College developed the 

（  ）IntelliPig, a system that will work to B a pig’s emotions into a form humans can understand, 

and alert farmers if an animal needs immediate attention. 

It starts with placing a camera inside an automated feeder. When pigs get hungry, the system 

gets to work. 

“The camera image would be processed by an AI algorithm, which would recognize the individual.  

 ①  to do that, we first have to train it. We have to show it examples of that individual over a 

number of days with different poses and different lightings.” (Melvyn Smith, professor, University 

of the West of England Bristol) 

As the system learns to identify the different features of each animal, it will （ C ）that 

information for future use. Once the system recognizes that specific pig, as it walks up to the feeder 

and puts its head down to eat, experts hope, AI will be able to capture their different emotions and 

their well-being. 

  “There must be features there that we pick up on, even if they’re [ X ] in some way. There’s 

something about the way the animal looks that we pick up on and then tells us, you know, whether 

it’s in a good or a bad state emotionally.” (Melvyn Smith) 

Professor Smith says the research they’ve seen on pigs so far has been more focused on the 

negative emotions. But with this technology, they want to change that and show the positives too. 

  “The next step is very much to expand this from the face to the whole animal, to be more [ Y ] 

—in other words, seeing how the animal is moving, how it holds itself. That richer data—does that 

tell us something more that’s useful?” (Melvyn Smith) 

 ② , farmers are unable to monitor their pigs regularly, so over the next year and a half, experts 

will continue to work to make sure the IntelliPig can give farmers the opportunity to track their pigs’ 

overall well-being. This might also give them a jump-start on early detection of health decline or 

anything else that may need intervention. 

“I think that’s really exciting. ( tell / a machine / state / the idea / can / that / of / the emotional ) 

an animal could be really interesting.”

You’d never know it by looking at them, but the children in this school have at one point or another 

experienced homelessness. Five days a week at Horizons for Homeless Children in Boston, more 

than 200 kids are given free access to education, playtime, and meals. 

The program has been a lifesaver for moms like Karian, who struggled with postpartum 

depression and anxiety after the birth of her second daughter. 

  “Yeah, I was really bad. I was all over the place. I couldn’t concentrate. A ” (Karian, mother 

of child at Horizons for Homeless Children) 

Karian and her daughters moved in with a family member, but when that got too crowded, they 

moved into a shelter, where they lived doubled up with another family. 

“It wasn’t really ideal. We were all in one room.” (Karian) 

Karian worked overnights at a fast-food chain to make money for her family while caring for them 

 during the day. But her youngest daughter started to struggle. B  

“She was very, like, in her shell. She wasn’t really growin’. You know, like, her developmental 

growth wasn’t going good. She had speech delay and everything.” (Karian) 

Developmental delays are a common problem for children experiencing homelessness. It’s an issue 

that the CEO and president of Horizons, Kate Barrand, has been trying to address for years—not 

just as a housing crisis but as a public-health crisis. 

“At ages 0 to 6, your entire brain is being formed. If you’re homeless during that period, it can 

cause significant challenges to your brain development. Children who’ve experienced a period of 

homelessness are four times more likely to have developmental delays. And if those developmental 

delays aren’t remediated, (A)that will follow them.” (Kate Barrand) 

Last year, families with children made up about 30 percent of the homeless population across the 

United States. And more than half of all families experiencing homelessness live in the nation’s 

largest cities. 

“Cities like Boston are a perfect storm for family homelessness. We have high housing costs. We 

have a huge gap between the minimum wage and a living wage in the city of Boston. We have 

significant child poverty. So when you put all those together, with the high cost of childcare on top 

of it, it’s impossibly difficult for families.” (Kate Barrand) 

 Karian learned about Horizons through the shelter she was staying in. C  

“She’s going to age out of here, so that gives me, like, 'OK,’ (B)a sense of security. She’s going to 

stay here till she goes to kindergarten, and she’s getting everything she needs; you know, the 

nourishment, the warmth—not only education; the warmth, you know. That makes me feel, you 

know, calm.” (Karian) 

Karian now has her own apartment and a new, full-time job. Most importantly, she’s now on the 

 same schedule as her children. D  

“They’re extremely happy now they have that consistency. You know what I mean? There’s a huge 

sense of relief, you know—that we’re all in the house at the same time.” (Karian)

Technology is widely available to students in classrooms across the United States, a new study 

shows. 

The study comes from the non-profit NewSchools Venture Fund and Gallup, a company best 

known for its public opinion surveys. It found that nearly nine in 10 U.S. public school students say 

they use digital learning tools at least a few days a week. And more than half of those questioned 

said they use digital technology to learn every day. 

In the new survey, digital learning tools means technology. It includes websites, application 

software programs, and online classes, games, videos and programs. 

The survey found that classroom technology gets high marks from educators. At least eight in 10 

teachers and school administrators said they see great value in using classroom technology tools 

now and in the future. 

A report on the survey and its findings was released earlier this month. It is called Education 

Technology Use in Schools.  

Researchers questioned thousands of U.S. public school teachers and students, school principals 

and school district administrators. The educators work in schools with classes from pre-kindergarten 

through 12th grade. 

①The report found that across the country, digital learning “is everywhere and it’s very integral 

to learning,” Tonika Cheek Clayton told VOA. She is managing partner at NewSchools. The fund 

connects businesses with donors to finance new education technology programs. 

Clayton says that most U.S. teachers — 65 percent — use digital tools to teach every day. She 

adds that more than three fourths of teachers said the technology helps to improve their effectiveness 

in the classroom. Educators think it is especially effective in activities like research, information 

searches, reports and presentations. 

When it comes to preparing students for future employment and careers, the study found that 

educators are likely to say technology is more effective than non-digital tools for connecting learning 

to students’ careers. 

Derek Kelley of Virginia agrees. He coordinates technology for Fairfax County Public Schools, 

②which serves nearly 200,000 students. He told VOA, “ the important thing is to help prepare the 

students for real world experience” and knowledge about technology is something students need. 

Kelley said technology is just one of many tools available to teachers. Because students learn 

  differently, technology can help teachers support their students by A  different methods for 

providing information. 

“Traditional teaching where the teachers are standing up, versus the role of technology in a 

classroom, I think both are important,” Kelley said. “And I think there needs to be balance.” 

In the report, more than half of the special education teachers questioned said technology can help 

their students.  

Tony Daniel, a special education teacher, agrees with that. He teaches children with learning 

difficulties at the Springfield Estates Elementary School in Springfield, Virginia. 

Daniel says he uses technology tools “as a way to extend learning and really enhance how the kids 

are learning to give them a more hands-on experience.” 

Daniel helps his students learn and do computer coding in class. At times, some of his students 

like using a pencil and paper, while others want to use technology. He said they have to be taught

how to use technology. 

“You really have to think about if that student’s needs are being met and not just you know, giving 

everyone a tablet,” he said.  

Critics of technology in classrooms say that students are spending too much time looking at 

screens on their computers or electronic devices. 

Concerns about technology overuse is something Derek Kelley’s office hears about from the 

  community. “So we are making sure that there is a B  with student use of technology,” he says. 

Tonika Cheeck Clayton said what is important is that nearly all of the teachers — 90 percent —

limit technology use to less than half of the class time. That was true even for those who use 

technology every day.  

Nearly all elementary students say digital learning tools are fun. Most say the technology helps 

them learn things on their own and at their own speed. 

Almost three-fourths of secondary students say the technology tools help them learn things on 

their own. Over half said they make school more interesting. Forty-two percent would like to use it 

more often at school, and only eight percent said they would like to use them less. 

One thing everyone agrees on: technology is here to stay in American classrooms.

Since people often struggle with language

acquisition due to fossilized errors or lack of exposure, creating a supportive environment

can boost both confidence and sustained motivation over time.
